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SURVEY PROCESS

The Comprehensive Plan Survey was distributed online via SurveyMonkey and was open from March 4 through March 31, 2022.
A total of 1,037 responses were collected. The survey was promoted online via the Comprehensive Plan website and social
media. Additional outreach was conducted at the Home and Garden Show on March 4 and at several apartment complexes in

the community.

A short format was utilized, as the primary goals were to reach as many people as possible and to complement recent survey
efforts, including the Minot One Brand Survey (2019) and the Community Satisfaction Survey (2021). The survey featured nine
questions, including multiple choice questions and open-ended questions. Survey responses are summarized below.
